As many members would be
aware, WILDCARE Inc members
have been staffing Maatsuyker
Island on a voluntary basis for a
number of years now.

Caretakers live on the island for a
period of 3 months at a time,
providing a presence on the island to
prevent vandalism to buildings and

wildlife, maintaining the buildings
and lighthouse grounds and keeping
records of wildlife. The Bureau of
Meteorology aso has an
arrangement with the Caretakers to
provide regular weather updates. In
recognition of the continued
commitment of WILDCARE
volunteers it has been decided to pull

together a CARes group to support
Parks and Wildlife Service in their
management of the island, including
the Caretaker roles, other working
bee projects and background support
services. If you are interested in
being part of the Maatsuyker CARes
group, contact the WILDCARE
Office <wildcare@dpiwe.tas.

Friends of Snake Island CARes group

The Friends of Snake Island
(FOSI) group was formed in May
2002 asaresult of a public meeting
held in the Kettering Hall. Those
present represented members
from the Tasmanian Sea Canoeing
Club (TSCC), the Kettering Yacht
Club (KYC) as well as other
community members.

It was recognised that,
while the island has =
traditionally been (and
continues to be) a
popular destination for
people with access to
boats, it has
unfortunately  suffered
some degradation over
the years.

Snake Island lies
Snake Bay in the D’Entrecasteaux
Channel, about 4 kilometres east of
Woodbridge. It is about 4.5 hectares
in size, and with a small stand of
White Gums (Eucalyptus viminalis),
forms part of the habitat of a colony
of forty spotted pardalotes. The
vegetation on the rest of the island
includes a good stand of mature
Casuarinas, (Allocasuarina
verticillata) and open native
grasslands. Unfortunately, Spanish

Heath, (Erica lusitanica) which has
taken over alarge areain the north of
the island.

FOSI recently applied for funding
through Envirofund to help in
eradicating Spanish Heath, and as
well has organised two successful
working bee weekends (with more to
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Removing Spanish Heath (Erica lusitanica) invading
in Snake Island.

follow), when significant areas of
Spanish Heath were controlled. The
method used to do this was the cut
and dab technique, which involves
cutting the plant as close to the
ground as possible and dabbing
immediately with a herbicide. The
vegetative matter was then burnt.
Already the progress is heartening,
and quadrants have been established
to monitor the progress and success
of the treatment. Part of the
developing management plan for the
island is using GPS
technology to map the
areas of weed
removal. We have also
started flora and fauna
surveys of the island,
in which students
from Hobart College
~ are playing an active
role. It is hoped that

eventually the full range of habitat
from aguatic, through the tidal zone
and then all the way up into the tree
canopy will be detailed.

Recently, Parks and Wildlife officers
discovered an aboriginal midden and
artefacts on the island, and these will
be evaluated and documented by
officersfrom the Aboriginal Heritage
Unit of DPIWE. With their guidance,
we will incorporate these findings
into our management plan, the ams
of which are to preserve the habitat
and biodiversity of the island while
encouraging sensitive recreational
usage by the community.

Like many of these
popular spots, weeds are invading
Trial Bay. In this case pine trees are
invading from nearby properties and
are threatening to out-compete the
Pretty Heath.

The Kingborough Council, Kettering
Landcare Group the Parks and
Wildlife  Service, community
members, WILDCARE and the

working together to remove the pine
trees and other weeds from the site.
The Kingborough Council and the
Parks and Wildlife Service have been
removing the large trees on the edge
of the patch of Pretty Heath. During a
WILDCARE working bee held in
June, the Landcare group, Community
and WILDCARE members removed
the smaller trees from within the patch
of threatened plants. 20 volunteers
attended and worked solidly

The photos taken during and after
demonstrate the success of the
working bee.

Many thanks to those who
participated in the working bee.

Over this time, many
working bees have been initiated
and training workshops offered to
volunteer s wishing to be involved in
track maintenance.

Very quickly Jo ingratiated herself
with staff and volunteers alike with
her effervescent personality, providing
a “world class’ program which will
remain within the Parks & Wildlife
Service for many years to come. Jo
wishes to pass on her heart-felt thanks
to al involved with the Program and
to say that she “...will miss members
and staff | have come into contact with
over the last 2 years, and am grateful
for being a part of their involvement in

the Program.”

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Community interest mapping —

Tasmanian Wilderness World
Heritage Area (WHA)

Community Engagement — an
important way to manage the
WHA.

Working with communities who are
keen to be actively involved in
managing the WHA is a core task for
the Parks and Wildlife Service and the
Resource Management and
Conservation Division as the
following quote from the WHA
management plan (page 63) shows.

“One important requirement under
the World Heritage Convention is to
adopt a general policy which aims to
give the natural and cultural heritage
afunction in the life of the community.

Involving communities in planning
and managing the WHA assists with
the integration of the WHA into the
community and provides for the
opportunity for a two-way flow of
information between managers and
the public.

Input from the community can reveal
the diversity and intensity of options
held and highlights contentious issues
that need to be resolved. At the same
time, the process can raise the
awareness of management
responsibilities and understanding of
other points of view. Community
involvement in  planning and
management usually results in better
decisions being made by managing
authorities and better community
acceptance of those decisions.

In addition to involvement in
planning, people are increasingly
wanting to actively help in managing
the area. Volunteers can expand the
Service's work capabilities and assist
in achieving management objectives!

Community Interest
Mapping

The Community Interest Mapping
project is being undertaken to
implement part of the Established
Practices section of the Tasmanian
Wilderness World Heritage Area
(WHA) Management Plan 1999
(pages 104-106).

Project Aim

The project aims to map all interests
and uses of the WHA by individuals,
communities and groups (including

statutory bodies etc.) and to place this
information on a database that is
easily accessible to relevant staff of
the Parks and Wildlife Service (PWS)
and Resource Management and
Conservation Division (RMC).

Data Use

Staff will use the information to assist
them administer and manage the area.
Managers, planners and other staff can
use the database to identify those
individuals and groups it is necessary
to involve when making decisions that

may affect an area, preparing
management and site plans, or in
relation to specific works within the
WHA. The WHA Community
Partnerships Facilitator will use the
information to identify those groups
and individuas with common
interests who may wish to form a
partnership with the PWS.

Data Collection

There are two types of information
that we are interested in collecting in
this project. Firstly we want to collect
general “topic” interests (including
uses). This information could include
your/your groups/your community
general interest intopics, such asall or
some (but not specific) tracks, huts,
landscapes/landforms, rivers,

Herbicide use in the bush —
a TAFE accredited course

This courseis designed to give

the participants an
under standing of the
fundamentals when

undertaking weed control
activities in bushland areas,
particularly when herbicides
are involved.

While government departments
and councils recommend and
encourage many ‘care’ type
groups to undertake such
activities, it is often to people
who have little understanding of
the safety requirements when
using herbicides. In addition to
this there is often little
knowledge of the strategies to
consider when starting out on a
weed control program. These
groups are very keen and highly
effective, and it is our
responsibility to ensure that they
have the correct and adequate
knowledge to carry out the
recommended tasks in a safe
manner.

This course will be run by TAFE
and a certificate will be given to
each successful participant upon
completion of the course.

The course is three hours
duration and six separate
courses will be run. Each course
would have a maximum of 10
participants.

Over the three hours the

following topics will be
covered:

1. Safety measures that need to
be considered when using
herbicides

2. Different types of herbicides
— what do they mean?

3. Poison Schedule

4. Labels

5. Have you chosen the right
herbicide

6. Some hints for safe use of
herbicides

7. Demonstration of control
methods

8. Practice these techniques
9. Recording your activities
10. Strategic weed control
